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Graduate students pursuing studies toward an advanced degree, whether or not employed by the University as teaching or research assistants or as counselors, are partners within a community of scholars, serving apprenticeships before undertaking careers of scholarship and research in academic life or elsewhere. Therefore, the University asserts for graduate students the privileges of academic freedom accorded traditionally to the college or university teacher. Graduate students are entitled, both in and out of University classes, to the freedom of thought and expression that is enjoyed by the senior scholars in the University. Accordingly, they are subject to the same responsibilities that accompany those privileges. Syracuse University adheres to the ideas of academic freedom as set forth in the 1940 statement, Principles Concerning Academic Freedom and Tenure, for members of the faculty. Concisely restated from these principles, the responsibilities of graduate students may be described as follows: 
    Graduate students at Syracuse University are members of a learned profession, and participants in the academic life of an educational institution. When speaking, writing, or acting as members of the Syracuse University community they should be free from institutional censorship or discipline, but this special position imposes special obligations. As graduate students at the University, please remember that the profession and institution may be judged by one’s conduct and utterances. Hence the student should try at all times to be accurate, should exercise appropriate restraint, should show respect for the opinions of others, and should indicate that they are not institutional representatives or spokespeople.
